The Ten Commandments… and Jesus

When I was in 4th grade, I had been wearing eyeglasses for a few months. I didn’t need them all the time, 
just some of the time, to see the board across the room. Each day, I took them to school in my lunchbox, placed in with my 
sandwich that mom or dad had made, my piece of fruit, some chips, cookies, and a napkin. One morning, I couldn’t find my 
eyeglasses. I thought through my steps and where they might be… I realized that I had accidentally thrown away my eye-
glasses at school the day prior, when I had dumped my lunch box upside down to discard my trash into the lunch room gar-
bage can. Oh no! Those glasses had cost $65.00 (the year was 1972). They were gone and it was my fault. Panic welled in-
side and tears fell down my cheeks as I went to tell my Dad what I had done.  

While God’s commandments are good and holy, they are also relentlessly accusing and unforgiving. It is actually their job to 
be that way. They will point out clearly when you’ve landed yourself in trouble, but they cannot get you out of trouble. The 
commandments cannot forgive you; that’s Jesus’ job… and he is happy to do it.  

When I found my Dad early that morning to tell him the news, he was in our garage preparing to 
take our own trash to the curb. I felt awful and told him what I had done with my eyeglasses. He 
just opened wide his arms, drew my teary face into his belly, stroked my head and with a smile 
said, “Don’t worry Paul, we can get another pair of glasses.”  

God’s word speaks to beloved sinners like us in two notes: law and gospel… demand and 
promise… accusation and forgiveness. Luther said all of life and ministry is about the proper 
distinction between the two. We will spend this lent under a sermon series on the 10 Command-

ments. It will be good and holy for us to hear them… and Jesus will be close by to do HIS job: forgive commandment break-
ers like you and me.
